Students will be responsible to bring money for two suppers and one lunch as well as any snacks.  All other meals, including breakfast are included in the cost of the trip.  They should also bring a bag lunch to eat on the drive out to Edmonton. 

We want to sound and look our best when performing, so students must remember to pack their concert clothes – black dress pants/long skirt, black dress shirt, black socks, and black dress shoes.  Students should pack swimwear and a towel if they plan to go to the waterpark in the mall.  Students should also bring good walking footwear for when we are not performing.

Students must have satisfactory achievement and attendance in band class to be eligible for this trip.  We are representing our school and community when in Edmonton - misbehaviour at any time during the trip will result in privileges while on the trip and/or consequences on our return to Carberry Collegiate  

The full cost of the trip is $635.00.  Through fundraising efforts, the Band Boosters have contributed $200 per student, reducing the cost to $435.00 per student, minus any commissions earned from fundraisers and your deposit.
